On January 23rd 2007 was founded Working Group of Experts for 
Vocational Education and Training in the Czech Republic. First 
meeting of the group was called by its founder dr. Miroslav Kadlec, 
head of Social Partnership and Competency Department at Národní 
ústav odborného vzdělávání - NÚOV (National Institute of Technical 
and Vocational Education). Junior Achievement was asked to join this group as its member. Among 
other institutions and projects represented in the Working Group are: CEFIF, SIMGAME, European 
Business Game, etc. Junior Achievement is represented by Senior Program Manager Kateřina 
Macková. 
Working Group’s outcome will be a complete list of educational materials for business skills 
development in the Czech Republic. This outcome will make it easier for the Czech high schools to 
find an alternative educational program suitable for them. As it is only matter of time when the Czech 
Ministry of Education will encourage the high schools to adopt their own frame educational programs, 
the final material of Working Group will become an essential aid for the schools in their effort to enrich 
their offer of economic courses.
